AUDITION PROCESS

Apprentice Coach/accompanist applicant should prepare 3 of the 4 excerpts listed below. The excerpts
are to be played at the piano. The applicant must be able to sing all parts with an understanding of the
text. The playing should reflect orchestral weight and color, while maintaining a pianistic sensibility. In
addition, applicant should prepare a piano solo of choice. The solo need not be memorized. Sight-
reading may be required. Successful applicants will be granted an audition of approximately 20 minutes
that will conclude with a brief interview. Applicant must include a current resume with application. We
will invite approximately two to three individuals to join us for the summer of 2010, and responsibilities
may include, but are not limited to the following: serving as 2" Assistant Conductor of a main stage
production, daily musical coaching, playing chorus rehearsals, musical direction of an opera scene.

All Summer Season 2010 coach/accompanist apprentices will receive a stipend and host housing.
